APPENDIX B: PRIME BEEF/RED HORSE CAPABILITIES
Last Updated: 30 December 2014

This appendix lists capabilities that Prime BEEF and RED HORSE teams are organized,
trained, and equipped to provide in support of military operations. The capabilities are
laid out in corresponding “tiered” levels with the Joint Capabilities Areas (JCAS), a
standardized set of definitions that cover the full range of military operations.

It is important to differentiate between primary and secondary capabilities listed in the
table below. A primary capability (P) is one in which the ability to perform the function is
organic to the unit and is a specified task within the unit mission; the unit is also
equipped and trained to accomplish the task. A secondary capability (S) is one in which
the unit has limited ability (training, expertise, equipment) to accomplish the task.
